   The University of British Columbia has created Canada’s first 5G-powered smart campus, according to The Star, a local newspaper. The school worked with a tech company ____3___a 5G network across its campus. Their researchers can use the network to test 5G software (软件).
   At Staffordshire University in the UK, many students enjoy talking to Beacon and ___4____ it questions. Beacon is an AI chatbot (聊天机器人) that was developed by the university. It is like a personal assistant for students at the school. They can ask it questions, such as whether or not one of their classes is cancelled (取消). 
   Amazon also sells smart campus ____5____. Alexa, the company’s voice-activated (声控的) smart assistant, can be used to help teachers run their classes more efficiently. For example, Alexa can remember the teacher’s classroom preferences, such as how bright the lights should be, and change them accordingly, according to Amazon.
   People often ____6____ universities as “mini-cities”. They often have their own transportation, roads, shops, and banks. Universities are seen as good ____7____ to test smart technology, because they have control over all of their buildings.
   “Cities are so big, and there are so many players and stakeholders (利益相关者), it can be difficult. But universities have control over their estates (财产). They own all the buildings... so they can become like a living lab,” said Gemmy Ginty, a designer who is working on a smart campus development strategy for the University of Glasgow, in a report by the Guardian.

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As life slowly returns to normal in an increasing number of Chinese cities, some students have been allowed to head back to school.

According to Yang Fayu, the deputy head of the Qinghai Education Department, high schools secondary and vocational schools across the province ____1____ between March 9 and 13, while middle schools have ____2___ opened since March 16.

The decision _____3____ based on the local condition of epidemic prevention and control. Since March 6, Qinghai has ___4____ its emergency response from level III to level IV, the lowest level. By March 17, the province had ____5____seen no new confirmed or suspected COVID-19 cases since Feb 6.

To ensure schools can reopen ___6____, officials have inspected 144 schools since March 6, and so far, All of them ____7____ the standards required to resume（恢复） classes, according to Yang.

“Every corner of the schools ____8____disinfected regularly,” said Yang, adding that more than 1,000 medical workers have been dispatched to schools ___9____ public health tasks such as ___10_____ epidemic prevention knowledge and skills, disinfecting areas and checking body temperatures every day.

Education officials in Qinghai said teachers and students will have to have health exams in the morning and afternoon. Sick leave registration, tracing reports and disinfection will also be required. Meanwhile, schools have sufficient medical ____11____, such as masks and disinfectant.

Ma Kyimotso, a minority student from the Huzhu No 3 Middle School in Haidong, Qinghai, said she was very ___12____about the resumption（恢复） of classes. “I have to take the college entrance exam in ____13____ months. Both my family and I have been expecting an early resumption of the semester in the last few weeks,” she said, adding that e-learning at home

   Anna Holmwood is one of them. Before she translated Jin Yong’s novel Legends of the Condor Heroes (《射雕英雄传》), the __2____ was little known to English readers. One reason for this is that his works were too __3____ to translate, according to the Guardian.
   But Holmwood managed to do it. Impressed by the book’s themes of good versus evil (邪恶), loyalty (忠诚) and love, as well as Chinese philosophy (哲学), Holmwood hoped to bring it to a new audience. After five years of work, the translated book ___4___ in 2018. It was reprinted seven times within several months in the UK.    As a history major (专业学生) at the University of Oxford, Holmwood began to learn Chinese at 21 after a trip where she developed a strong interest in China. She ____6____herself “a clumsy (笨拙的) student, just like Guo Jing from the Condor Heroes, but one of loyal heart and passion”.
    Like Holmwood, US translator Jerimiah Willhite also learned Chinese in college. From classical texts like Tao Te Ching (《道德经》) to ____7___authors such as Lu Xun and Lao She, Willhite gained unique insights (领悟) from reading Chinese books. For example, “the __8_____that there is so much we don’t know, and that we should question the things that we think we know, is really powerful,” he told China Daily.
   Last year, he translated the animated (动画的) movie Ne Zha, a box-office hit in China. He said there were many terms ___9___ were hard to translate, such as the Taoist spell jiji rulüling (“急急如律令”). But reading Chinese literature (文学) helped him do it.
   “I see China’s stronger cultural influences,” Willhite said. “And we have a growing number of students [in the US] majoring in Chinese. There are even a few more schools focused entirely on teaching translation now.”
